The word “mark” in the King James Versiohthe Bible comes from the word

“charagma” (#5480 in Strong’s Concordance). Thisdne like a stamp and
described as a badge of servitude. This servitulliéevupon the poor and the

wealthy (Rev. 13:16). All who refuse this mark witht be allowed to freely buy
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and sell (Rev. 13:17). Those who receive the “mavil’suffer eventual
destruction (Rev. 14:9-10). God will not be pleag&ith any one who chooses to
serve Satan instead of their creator (Rev. 16 \nkially, God will deal with
this rebellion (Rev. 19:20). Those who refuse th&gk are promised great

rewards (Rev. 15:2 and Rev. 20:4).

The word “beast” in the King James Versigithe Bible comes from the word

“Therion” (#2342 in Strong’s Concordance). The dgdion is that of a
dangerous animal or a trap. This same word is umsseveral places in the Bible.
It is the same word used to describe Satan likeamng lion (I Peter 5:8) and for
the beast ascending out of the pit (Rev. 11:7%.dtforce that has the ability to do

serious harm to us and should be avoided at aiécos

The word “forehead” in the King James Versmirthe Bible comes from the

word “metopon” (#3359 in Strong’s Concordance).sTlword, which means our
countenance, involves our minds and the way wekthirwe accept Satan’s mark
we have accepted his way of life. His way of Igdhe works of the flesh (Gal.

Instead of the love that
permeates the plan of God, people are led to emvesiGod that seems to take pleasure in
the torment of individuals for eternity. This coptef torture makes God look like a
monster! Is it “Godly” to allow someone to suffer‘hell” for an eternity? Does this

sound like a God of Mercy? Many preachers prea@Gba of love and then go on to
describe a God void of mercy. Even the whole coeadf heaven rejoices when someone

is welcomed into the Kingdom of God (Rom. 8:22-23).

Most of mankind’s concerns and fears of deathifiédi one or more of the following
categories:
1. Fear of the process of dying—the agony associatddtiae death process

weighs heavy on the minds of many.
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2. Fear of punishment after death—this a fear manufadtby those who preach
an ever-burning hell with no hope of escaping.
3. Fear of the unknown—a fear associated with not kngwne way or the
other about what lies beyond death.
4. Fear of annihilation—the fear of believing that whee die there will not be a
resurrection for anyone back to life.
These fears are the result of not understandinghdreelous plan of salvation God has in
store for all mankind. Death is a rendezvous wetraligome to grips with and accept.
Instead of fearing this point in life, we shouldlmace it! Death is the beginning step of
our fantastic destiny into an eternity of servinghe Kingdom of God.

Our birth startesdon the journey to that inevitable
conclusion. Even Jesus was born to die (John 18738 initial death of an individual
isn’t the end of the story.

Servants of God in the early New Testament churdh'tdfear death as we do in our age.

What role did Melchisedec play &n@id Testament and what role is He
playing in our present age? An understanding ofrine relationship between Jesus and
Melchisedec opens the door to our own understarafiogir true relationship with
Melchisedec and our future destiny. The answenéddentity of Melchisedec and His

relationship to Jesus, as well as us, are revéalus chapter!

The central figure in the Christian faith for thesptwo thousand years has been Jesus.
The name of Jesus Christ is the most recognizee mathme Christian faith. It is from

His name that the followers of His teachings dethar title of “Christian.” We are
informed through scripture that there is no othrehgy which we can enter into the
Kingdom of God except through Him as our saviortA:12). He is described as the
“King of Kings” and the “Lord of Lords” for all etaity (Rev. 19:16). He is the “Prince
of Peace” (Isa 9:6), our “Lord and Savior” (Il P218), our hero, and our elder brother.

We are introduitescripture to an individual called
Melchisedec. He came on the scene in the Old Testaand also was referenced in the
New Testament as someone who could be worshippadasl. Melchisedec’s hame
means the “King of Right” or “Righteousness (Geft18). Melchisedec, who could be
worshipped, had to be representing the Lord, HigésE and the onand_onlyGod!

Even Abraham, the father of the faithful, paideghand homage to this individual (Heb.

He
also took on the name of Priest Melchisedec irbthek of Hebrews. In this physical
form of Melchisedec that Abraham encountered inQlee Testament, God was able to
interact with Abraham and mankind in general orspnal physical basis.

We are told that
God is aware every time a single sparrow dies (M&a29-30). | think we can safely
assume that He also is aware of the death of mgdkids, robins and all other life
forms. God created the life forms we have todaylaodght them into existence at the
“Garden of Eden.” He exclaimed that everything Hedenduring this creation period was
good (Gen 1:25). He had established a perfect balahnature on the earth that included
the animal and plant worlds. When God put togetiheriearning environment” for our
development He established an extremely sophisticsstem to monitor all life forms.
(see chapter one). He commanded Adam to take €&fis greation and to tend it (Gen.
2:15). Mankind, in general, has neglected this éumty abused God'’s creation of balance
and beauty for approximately the past 6,000 ye&zome animal and plant life, that were
deemed necessary for maintaining this delicatenioalehave even become extinct in our
age. After the return of Jesus at the seventh tr{ir@pr. 15:52), the earth will enter into
a thousand years of rest pictured by the “Day @in&ment” to establish the balance God
intended from the beginning.

resurrection. At the resurrection of the massegnathe flesh and sinews come upon the
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individuals who have perished on this earth, thdlysiill need this additional element of
the spirit_ofman to make them complete. They will need the séreath of Life”
restored to them that went to God at their deatekE37:1-10). God will restore this
breath to them in this future resurrection. Thisgdih of life” is where the distinction is
drawn between man and beasts. It gives mankindthi¢y to think and reason that
animals are lacking. It is this second characierddtthe spirit ofman that makes us

human instead of beasts.

The “breath of life” that was given to Adam was #stablishment of the power of
intellect to mankind. It was this addition of tharg of man that made Adam unique
from the animals. The human-like beings that waltkedearth millions of years ago
lacked this important quality (see chapter 1). Wheentists compare the brains of man
with the brains of animals, they are unable to adtas spirit that God put in mankind. It
is this spirit within all of us that departs frohnd earth and goes to God upon our death.
Some researchers have even claimed that they ¢act desource of some kind of power
surge upon the death of humans. A transfer of médion in the form of the spirit ahan
does take place! Upon death, the body merely debayshe detailed record of that
individual remains intact. At the resurrection lo&t individual they will be restored to
life in a new physical body. This new body will peysically perfect just like the original

bodies of Adam and Eve.

What would happen to us in the way we functiom#ttspirit. ofman was suddenly

removed? God left an example in the Bible to shewhat would happen to a human if

One of the most powerfuisuéthe Old
Testament was King Nebuchadnezzar. He falsely asdima had the power and ability
to do anything his heart desired. God decided tckwdth him in a very unique way. He
decided to take the spirit afian from Nebuchadnezzar to teach him a very viduab
lesson. There was an angel described as the “watahé a “Holy One” that came to
show Nebuchadnezzar the way to repentance. The/“Bloé” would have been
Melchisedec and the “watcher” in verse 23 of Dafoeal was probably none other than
Satan the devil (read the biblical story of “Jobf & similar example).

6:4 For it is impossible for those who were onceghikned, and have tasted of
the heavenly gift, and were made partakers of thlg Bhost,

5 And have tasted the good word of God, and theep® of the world to come,

6 If they shall fall away, to renew them againaurgpentance; seeing they
crucify to themselves the Son of God afresh, artchpa to an open shame.

15 And so, after he had patiently endured, heinbtithe promise.

20 Whither the forerunner is for us entered, el&sus, made an high priest for
ever after the order of Melchisedec.

7:1 For this Melchisedec, king of Salem, priest & thost high God, who met
Abraham returning from the slaughter of the kirags] blessed him;

2 To whom also Abraham gave a tenth part of mflf being by interpretation
King of righteousness, and after that also Kingalem, which is, King of peace,;
3 Without father, without mother, without descdrdying neither beginning of
days, nor end of life; but made like unto the SbGod; abideth a priest

continually.
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4 Now consider how great this man was, unto wheeméhe patriarch Abraham
gave the tenth of the spoils.

5 And verily they that are of the sons of Levi,ouieceive the office of the
priesthood, have a commandment to take titheseopéople according to the law,
that is, of their brethren, though they come ouhefloins of Abraham:

6 But he whose descent is not counted from theeived tithes of Abraham,
and blessed him that had the promises.

7 And without all contradiction the less is blessé the better.

8 And here men that die receive tithes; but thereeceiveth them, of whom it is
witnessed that he liveth.

9 And as | may so say, Levi also, who receivdties, payed tithes in Abraham.
10 For he was yet in the loins of his father, whMaichisedec met him.

11 If therefore perfection were by the Leviticalgsthood, (for under it the
people received the law,) what further need wasettieat another priest should
rise after the order of Melchisedec, and not beedadfter the order of Aaron?

12 For the priesthood being changed, there is mmadecessity a change also of
the law.

13 For he of whom these things are spoken pettatneanother tribe, of which
no man gave attendance at the altar.

14 For itis evident that our Lord sprang outwdid; of which tribe Moses spake
nothing concerning priesthood.

15 And it is yet far more evident: for that aftkee similitude of Melchisedec

there ariseth another priest,
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16 Who is made, not after the law of a carnal camament, but after the power
of an endless life.

17 For he testifieth, Thou art a priest for eviggrahe order of Melchisedec.

18 For there is verily a disannulling of the conmtliment going before for the
weakness and unprofitableness thereof.

19 For the law made nothing perfect, but the bniggn of a better hope did; by
the which we draw nigh unto God.

20 And inasmuch as not without an oath he was mé&dst:

21 (For those priests were made without an oaththis with an oath by him
that said unto him, The Lord sware and will notenefp Thou art a priest for ever
after the order of Melchisedec:)

25 Wherefore he is able also to save them to tileenaiost that come unto God by
him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercessiornem.

9:27 And as it is appointed unto men once to die aftatr this the judgment:
10:22 Let us draw near with a true heart in full asaaeaof faith, having our
hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and adlids washed with pure water.
11:1 Now faith is the substance of things hoped fog, évidence of things not
seen.

2 For by it the elders obtained a good report.

3 Through faith we understand that the worlds viemed by the word of God,

so that things which are seen were not made ofjshivhich do appear.
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4 By faith Abel offered unto God a more excellsatrifice than Cain, by which
he obtained witness that he was righteous, Gouytest of his gifts: and by it he
being dead yet speaketh.

5 By faith Enoch was translated that he shouldseetdeath; and was not found,
because God had translated him: for before hisl@ion he had this testimony,
that he pleased God.

6 But without faith it is impossible to please hifor he that cometh to God must
believe that he is, and that he is a rewarderarhtthat diligently seek him.

7 By faith Noah, being warned of God of things seén as yet, moved with fear,
prepared an ark to the saving of his house; bwtineh he condemned the world,
and became heir of the righteousness which isily. fa

8 By faith Abraham, when he was called to go atd & place which he should
after receive for an inheritance, obeyed; and het wet, not knowing whither he
went.

9 By faith he sojourned in the land of promiseinea strange country, dwelling
in tabernacles with Isaac and Jacob, the heirshuthof the same promise:

10 For he looked for a city which hath foundationkose builder and maker is
God.

11 Through faith also Sara herself received stret@yconceive seed, and was
delivered of a child when she was past age, bechesgidged him faithful who

had promised.
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12 Therefore sprang there even of one, and higpad as dead, so many as the
stars of the sky in multitude, and as the sand isidy the sea shore
innumerable.

13 These all died in faith, not having receiveel pinomises, but having seen them
afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embrisad, and confessed that they
were strangers and pilgrims on the earth.

14 For they that say such things declare plaimdy they seek a country.

15 And truly, if they had been mindful of that oty from whence they came
out, they might have had opportunity to have regdrn

16 But now they desire a better country, thaamsheavenly: wherefore God is
not ashamed to be called their God: for he hathgyesl for them a city.

17 By faith Abraham, when he was tried, offeredsgac: and he that had
received the promises offered up his only begatten

18 Of whom it was said, That in Isaac shall thgtsbe called:

19 Accounting that God was able to raise him upndrom the dead; from
whence also he received him in a figure.

20 By faith Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau conggtimimgs to come.

21 By faith Jacob, when he was a dying, blessdld the sons of Joseph; and
worshipped, leaning upon the top of his staff.

22 By faith Joseph, when he died, made mentidheotleparting of the children

of Israel; and gave commandment concerning hissone

151



23 By faith Moses, when he was born, was hid thmeaths of his parents,
because they saw he was a proper child; and thes et afraid of the king's
commandment.

24 By faith Moses, when he was come to yearsseefuo be called the son of
Pharaoh's daughter;

25 Choosing rather to suffer affliction with thegple of God, than to enjoy the
pleasures of sin for a season,;

26 Esteeming the reproach of Christ greater rithas the treasures in Egypt: for
he had respect unto the recompense of the reward.

27 By faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the varaft the king: for he endured,
as seeing him who is invisible.

28 Through faith he kept the passover, and thaldprg of blood, lest he that
destroyed the firstborn should touch them.

29 By faith they passed through the Red sea als\bkand: which the Egyptians
assaying to do were drowned.

30 By faith the walls of Jericho fell down, afteey were compassed about seven
days.

31 By faith the harlot Rahab perished not withmheat believed not, when she
had received the spies with peace.

32 And what shall | more say? for the time wouwdd me to tell of Gedeon, and
of Barak, and of Samson, and of Jephthae; of Dalgid, and Samuel, and of the

prophets:

33 Who through faith subdued kingdoms, wroughttegusness, obtained
promises, stopped the mouths of lions,

34 Quenched the violence of fire, escaped the efltfee sword, out of weakness
were made strong, waxed valiant in fight, turnedlight the armies of the aliens.
35 Women received their dead raised to life agana: others were tortured, not
accepting deliverance; that they might obtain éebeesurrection:
